In return for turning in their flares, they received a rebate 

voucher for new ones

Local vendors showed and demonstrated the latest in safety products.  Also, hands-on training 

demonstrations showing proper use of a fire extinguisher, kayak, paddle board, CPR, and flares/distress 

signals.   

 

The latest types and styles of life jackets were demonstrated in a fashion show.  Over 70 Life Jackets were 

given away free to those that brought in their unserviceable Life Jackets.
